Main Clause (tương lai đơn) 

S + will/ can/ must/ should + V 

 S + am / is / are   

 S + V / Vs/es 

 S + don’t / doesn’t + V1

II. REPORTED SPEECH    

+ Muốn đổi một câu trần thuật sang câu gián tiếp, ta phải: 

1) Dùng động từ giới thiệu said hoặc told: said (that);  told + O + (that) 

2) Đổi các đại từ nhân xưng, đại từ hoặc tính từ sở hữu sao cho tương ứng với chủ ngữ hoặc hoặc 

Object của mệnh đề chính. 

3) Đổi thì của động từ thành thì quá khứ tương ứng. 

4) Đổi một số tính từ chỉ định và trạng từ hoặc cụm từ trạng ngữ chỉ nơi chốn, thời gian. 

Các dạng câu tường thuật: 

1. Statement: 

Ex1: Tom said, “I’m a student.” 

Tom said (that) he was a student. 

Ex2: Nga said to her brother, “I can’t answer this question.” 

Nga told her brother (that) she couldn’t answer that question. 

S + said (that) + S + Ved2 

S + told/ said to + S.O (that) + S + Ved2 

2. Yes/ No questions: 

Ex: Mary asked me, “Do you want to visit London?” 

Mary asked me if/ whether I wanted to visit London. 

S + asked + S.O + if/ whether + S + Ved2 



3. Wh-questions: what, where, when, why, how, ect. 

Ex: John asked his mother, “Where is my jacket?’ 

John asked his mother where his jacket was. 

S + asked S.O + WH- question word + S + Ved2 

4. Commands/requests: 

Ex: Don’t forget to post the letter,” he said to me. 

He asked/ told me not to forget to post the letter. 

S + asked/ told + S.O + (not) to V. 

 Note:   Some changes in reported speech   

Tenses Adverb Of Time 

am, is, are   was, were tomorrow  the next/ following day 

V, Vs,es  V2/ed yesterday  the day before/ the previous day 

don’t / doesn’t V didn’t V last night  the night before/ the previous 

day 

am, is, are + V-ing was / were + V-ing 

was/ were + V-ing  had been + V-ing 

the day  before yesterday  two days before 

have / has + PP  had + V-ed/3 next  the following 

V2/ed  had + V-ed/3 

Didn’t V1  had not + V-ed/3 

ago  before

shall  should
