Reach (a place) = arrive (at a place) = get (to a place)
Eg: We won't reach Miami until five or six o'clock.

8. banyan tree  /ˈbæn.jæn/ (n): cây đa

9. entrance /ˈen.trəns/ (n): a door, gate, etc. by which you can enter a building or place # exit (n)
enter (v) (a place) 
at the entrance to the village
10. snack /snæk/ (n): a small amount of food that is eaten between meals, or a very small meal
Eg: They had a snack before reaching the village.
11. shrine /ʃraɪn/ (n): a place for worship that is holy because of a connection with a holy person or object (nơi thờ cúng)
Eg: Islam's most sacred shrine is at Mecca in Saudi Arabia.
12. hero /ˈhɪr.oʊ/ (n): a person who is admired for having done something very brave or having achieved something great
Eg: Medical teams who are fighting against Covid-19 are considered the national heroes. 
heroine (n. female) – heroism (n) – heroic (adj.) – heroically (adv)
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13. enjoy  /ɪnˈdʒɔɪ/ (v) (+ N/ V-ing): to get pleasure from sth = like + to V
Eg: She enjoys reading books very much.

enjoyment (n) – enjoyable (adj.)
