· For actions which were happening at the same in the past:
Example: Last night, my mother was reading book while my father was watching TV.
2. Form:
a. Affirmative: 
I/He/She + was + V_ing
We/You/They + were + V_ing
Example: 1/ She was doing yoga at this time last week.
	2/ They were playing football at 8 o’clock  yesterday.
b. Negative: 
I/He/She + wasn’t + V_ing
We/You/They + weren’t + V_ing
Example: 1/ He wasn’t  doing yoga at this time last week.
	2/ They weren’t playing football at 8 o’clock  yesterday morning.
c. Interrogative:

Was  I/He/She + V_ing? 
→ Yes, I/He/She was.
→ No, I/He/She wasn’t.
Were + We/You/They + V_ing?
→ Yes, We/You/They were.

Example: 1/ Was she going shopping at this time yesterday? → Yes, she was.
	2/ Were they playing badminton? → No, they weren’t.
