Cách dùng
· Một hành động xảy ra trong quá khứ, thời gian không xác định rõ
· Một hành động xảy ra ở quá khứ vẫn còn tiếp tục đến hiện tại.
· Một hành động vừa mới xảy ra.
Ví dụ: 
	Jim has just phoned from the bus station.
	We have studied here for four years.
	How many pages have you read? – I have read 68 pages so far.
	Have you ever eaten Japanese food? – No, I’ve never eaten it before.
Dấu hiện nhận biết thì hiện tại hoàn thành
	just, recently, lately: gần đây, vừa mới
already: rồi
before: trước đây
ever: đã từng
never: chưa từng, không bao giờ
	for + N – quãng thời gian: trong khoảng (for a year, for a long time, …)
since + N – mốc/điểm thời gian: từ khi (since 1992, since June, …)
yet: chưa (dùng trong câu phủ định và câu hỏi)
so far = until now = up to now = up to the present: cho đến bây giờ
