Bước 3: Lấy O trong câu chủ động làm S trong câu bị động.
Bước 4: Lấy V chính trong câu chủ động đổi thành V3/ed rồi thêm be : BE + V3/ED
Bước 5: Lấy S trong câu chủ động làm O trong câu bị động rồi thêm by : BY + O 
Công thức các thì trong câu bị động:
- Hiện tại đơn : am/ is / are + V3/ed
- Quá khứ đơn : was / were + V3/ed
- Tương lai đơn : will + be + V3/ed
- Hiện tại tiếp diễn : am / is / are + being + V3/ed
- Hiện tại hoàn thành: have / has + been + V3/ed
- Động từ khiếm khuyết: can / could / should / must / …  + be + V3/ed
Lưu ý: 
- by him / her / us / me / them/ people / someone / somebody… có thể bỏ khỏi câu bị động.
- nơi chốn + BY + thời gian
2. Adjectives followed by: an infinitive; a noun clause (Tính từ được theo sau bởi một động từ nguyên mẫu hoặc một mệnh đề danh từ)
a) Tính từ theo sau bởi nguyên mẫu:
S + be + Adj + to.V1
Ex: It’s difficult to follow your directions.
- Nếu trong câu có tân ngữ:   S + be + Adj + (for + O) + to.V1
Ex: It’s very nice for them to have a picnic.
b) Tính từ theo sau bởi mệnh đề danh từ:
S + be + Adj + that + S + V + …
Ex: Miss Black is pleased that they want to know more.
